The Mission Committee has 
some exciting opportunities 
for you to be a part of helping 
your church serve others. In 
May, we will again have our 
bi-annual church yard sale.

We will stay in one of the 
cottages at Meadowkirk, but to 
save money we will do our 
own cooking ï so we even 
need cooks! This working 
weekend is a great opportunity 
for families to work together to 
help make our Presbytery camp 
even better. 

And we have other opportuni-
ties also. We will have another 
letter-writing campaign in June 
to encourage our senators and 
representative to continue their 
support to fight global hunger. 
We will collect a special offer-
ing for Pentecost on May 31. 

Although our church will not 
be sending a large group this 
year to the mission trip in 
Belington, West Virginia 
where we have worked for the 
past three years, we will be 
sending a smaller group for 
that trip, August 2 through 7.

And, of course, 
Loudoun Interfaith Food Re-
lief always needs our support. 
They have experienced an 
extraordinary increase in fami-
lies in need of food during the 
past six months. We need to 
continue to support LIR with 
food and money.

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Mary Lyn 
Bourque and 
Del Staib are 

recently back from a trip to 
Egypt. Besides visiting the 
pyramids and other ancient 
cites, they said that they were 
most impressed by the five 
times per day call to prayer that 
they would hear as they visited 
this Muslim country. Starting at 
6 in the morning, whatever 
folks were doing, they would 
stop, orient themselves to 
Mecca and prostrate themselves 
before God. Prayer was a regu-
lar part of their lives ï and 
Mary Lyn and Del were duly 
impressed. 

They said that it made them ask 
themselves about their own 
habits of prayer. Itôs not that 
most of us donôt often pray, to 
be sure. I know that Iôm often 
saying prayers as I wake in the 
morning or at mealtime, or 
while driving or going for a 
walk. Iôm guessing that the 
same is true across the board at 
St. Andrew. Itôs always a bless-
ing to hear, for instance, about 
children being taught to pray at 
bedtime. What a wonderful way 
to spend intimate, quality time 
with your child, teaching them 
that it is right and good to give 
God thanks. 

Perhaps what was so impres-
sive to Mary Lyn and Del was 
that the prayers in Egypt were 
so public. We say prayers in 
public worship, ourselves, but 
thatôs once per week! Yes, and 
we pray at committee and circle 
meetings, as well as at potlucks. 
But praying to God with others 
present is not nearly the regular 
practice with us. Indeed, Jesus 
warned about praying in public, 

that we should not make a pub-
lic display of our piety in order 
to parade such things before 
others. Appreciating his obser-
vation, I wonder if we have let 
the pendulum swing too far to 
the other side, however, so that 
our practice of prayer has di-
minished. 

In last weekôs sermon, I told 
about the daily prayer meeting 
that I participated in when in 
college. Praying together for an 
hour every day at lunch time 
was a very helpful learning 
experience for me. As a group, 
we learned not only to pray in 
front of others, but we also 
learned to pray as friends. For 
example, we learned that we 
could put away our anxieties 
about praying out loud by fo-
cusing on what the other person 
was praying instead of thinking 
about what weôd say when our 
turn came. It allowed us to gain 
confidence to make our needs 
known to God. It gave us ways 
to explore our relationship with 
God ï that we could question, 
that we gained much by ex-
pressing gratitude, and that we 
could find help and hope in 
bringing the most difficult 
needs to God. As your pastor, 
let me call you to prayer in that 
way. 

After the sermon, someone 
asked me for a list of concerns 
for our St. Andrew prayers. I 
leave you with a call for prayer 
for our congregation. 

Please pray for our Associate 
Pastor Nominating Committee. 
They are enjoying a deepening 
friendship with one another as 
they do their work. Itôs quiet 
work, intentionally put out of 
the limelight. As you will see in 
their article in this newsletter, 
they are making great progress 
in their work ï thanks be to 
God. Prayers for them also lead 
us to prepare for the new hori-
zons of ministry that will be 
before us as that Associate Pas-
tor is called.

Please send your submissions to 
Sally Brenton at  

sbrenton@rstarmail.com  

and Karen Colvin at  

famcolvin@juno.com 

Greetings from the St. Andrew 
Associate Pastor Nominating 
Committee.  We are happy to 
report that the group is back in 
business thanks to the Session 
and your stewardship.  As you 
may remember, the APNC was 
put on hold last summer due to 
budgetary concerns over being 
able to fully fund the Associate 
Pastor position - both now and 
going forward.  With the 2009 
budget, we have the funds 
available, and Session is confi-
dent that we can commit to 
calling an Associate Pastor any-
time after June. 
 
Starting in February, the APNC 
reconvened, dusted off our 
notes, and got back to 
work.  Even though we were 
not officially meeting through 
the late summer and fall, we 
continued to receive applica-
tions (PIFs) since our Church 
Information Form (think of it as 
the position description and 
church resume) remained in the 
Presbytery database. 
 
To date, the APNC has re-
viewed over 100 applications in 
addition to consuming numer-
ous calories (what is a meeting 
without snacks?).  We have 
narrowed the field considerably 
and have started to review ser-
mons.  The Presbytery has a 
phrase that comes up frequently 
in the process of calling a pas-
tor - "decently and in or-
der".  We are working to stay 
on task, focusing on the needs 
of St. Andrew that you all have 
provided to us, and moving 
forward decently and in or-
der.
